Furthermore, such programs allow students to     
tailor their education to their specific career interests, fostering a deeper understanding 
and passion for their chosen field. This practical, hands-on experience gained through 
ad-on courses also prepares them for real-world challenges, boosting their confidence 
and problem-solving abilities. In essence, these skill-focused programs are crucial for         
transforming computer science graduates into highly competent and industry-ready           
professionals.  
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A Pre-Board of Studies (Pre-BOS) meeting for the B. Com program in 
Digital and Tax Practices and Procedures was held on June 28, 2025, 
at the Department of Commerce. The meeting served as a crucial      
preparatory step for the formal Board of Studies meeting, with the 
goal of updating the curriculum to meet current academic and            
industry     demands.
